Class Description & Overall Objective
This course is aimed at students with little or no prior programming experience but a desire to understand computational approaches to problem solving. Now, by definition, none of you are under-qualified for this course. In terms of being over-qualified if you have a lot of prior programming experience, we really don't want you wasting your time, and in this case we would suggest that you talk to me about how well this class suits your needs, and to discuss other options. We will be mainly programming in JAVA but will be using lots of drag and drop programs to get you more comfortable with object oriented programming standards.

· Homework: If you are on task and doing what is expected in class, you will rarely have homework. However, if it is assigned, it is your responsibility to get it turned in, on time. 

· If you need help…ASK!  Do not wait until you are so far behind you get frustrated.  

Entering Class

1. Have your CHARGED iPad, and writing instruments

2. Look at the board for instructions.

3. Begin the task that is written on the board.  When the bell rings you should be already working on the assigned task. 

4. If you are Tardy, get a sweep.  Put the sweep on my teacher computer as you walk in. Do not disrupt instruction, instructors or others.  Get on task as quickly and quietly as possible. 

5. (LAB only) Place all belongings in the appropriate shelving area.  Do not bring backpacks into the Lab area (it is a trip and a sanitation hazard).  

Leaving during Class

You may not leave class the first or last 10 minutes of class.  Do not ask.  If you need to go to the restroom or get a drink, they are both right outside the classroom.  (Do not leave this floor without specifically telling the instructor) Please take care of your needs before class. If you need to go during class, do not ask when the teacher is lecturing or giving instruction.  Wait until independent practice.  Do not waste time. If you miss too much, you will get behind, and you may end up having homework.  

If you need to go to the main building for anything: you must sign out at the door, take the required pass.  Go quickly. Upon returning, sign back in and get back on task. Do not disrupt others who are working.

Exiting Class

1. Clean your work area, (if you marked on the tables, be sure to clean it) including, floor, desk, chairs

2. Put up the materials in the appropriate location.

3. Push your chairs all the way in

4. Do not line up at the door

5. I do not write tardy passes, if you are not on task and using your time wisely.  I only write tardy passes if it is my fault that you are going to be late.  
i-Pad/Cell Phone Usage

Remember the iPad belong to GCCISD/Lee HS.  It is NOT your personal iPad.  It can be confiscated at any time for misuse.  Please be on appropriate sites, that relate to curriculum used in class.  

Cell phones should not be out or being used during class.  It will be taken up.  

Camera Usage

From time to time the instructor and students will be documenting the work completed in class.  Pictures may be posted on the school/district websites, and sent to other classes for collaboration.  Always be appropriate and NEVER post a picture on social media without permission of all the participants involved.
